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Highlights:  
· The library was used by almost 16000 students, including 220 classes in August and September!!!

· All CA I classes came in for library orientation which was a walking tour of the library using mp3 players.  Students also created an AFL podcast using Microsoft Sound Recorder, where we asked what their favorite book was, where they go for research, and what they expect of the library.
· Health classes researched nutrients and created Voicethreads using databases.  This web 2.0 project required students to produce a research product and also comment on their classmates online projects.  This project also used resources from Health and Nutrition Services.

· Contemporary Communications students completed a five-sentence research project over Ender’s Game.  This allowed us to assess research skills that may require further instruction for the formal research paper.

· The Summer Reading Celebration was a huge success and was well attended by students and staff on September 15th.  Students and teachers had the opportunity to discuss the books they read over the summer in small groups over donuts.  Students were also entered into a raffle for door prizes and each student left with 2 free books to continue the love of reading.
· HCA1 students created vodcasts about their summer reading assignment.  Students used Photostory to create video booktalks which can be viewed by clicking here.
· Meteorology students began a semester long project to design display cases related to meteorology.  Students researched topics, designed a display, and included an artifact in the display.  Each group was responsible for maintaining the display for one week during the semester.

· AP CAIV students created This I Believe podcasts based on their personal statements.  Students wrote the essay, recorded and edited their podcasts, and shared them with classmates.  The projects can be viewed by clicking here.

· Librarians implemented a new approach to instructing students on the use of technology.  Rather than lecturing students before a project begins, the librarians used Camtasia to create video tutorials for student use.  These tutorials are embedded on the webliography for each class and included on the library’s YouTube channel.  These videos are now available for constant use and access by students.
