Collector’s Cards of Greek/Roman Myth

Requirements:  On one side of an 8 1/2” x 11” sheet of paper include the following:

· Greek Name—please provide Roman name if possible (ex. Ulysses aka Odysseus)

· Picture of above mentioned Greek character—may be drawn or taken from another source

· Title, if applicable (ex. King of Ithaca)

· Relatives (ex. Father of Telemachus and great-grandson of Hermes)

· Stats—accomplishments or infamous deeds; how this character is related to Ulysses, if applicable (ex. Ulysses created the Trojan horse and survived 10 years of Poseidon’s wrath at sea)

· Where you might see the derivatives of this word today (ex. Odyssey is a long journey; Ajax is a cleaning agent—this is the only part you may “Google”)

· A list of your sources in MLA format including internet sites and books

You must use at least one library source (non-internet) for this project.  These may include encyclopedias, collections of Greek mythology, books, magazines, etc.

Be informational and interesting!  Show creativity, style, neatness, and originality.  Remember to proofread before making a final copy. These projects will be displayed, so please work diligently to make them display-worthy.
