You will create a PSA Voicethread in support of or against an issue (I.e.—world hunger, AIDS, animal cruelty). Voicethread allows you to create a short online video complete with pictures or video and your own narration.  You will create your own voicethread video which will be available to all of your classmates online.  You must first, identify a cause or issue, next, identify your targeted audience, and finally, use persuasive appeals (the ones learned in class) and techniques to get your purpose across with persuasive diction.  You should have a call for some type of action (what do you want people to do?).  Keep in mind how certain images for your voice thread will impact perception and can strengthen your message.  You will also need to have a slogan that is original to further add strength to your message.  You will present this on______________.    
Part I:  For your Voicethread you must… 

· Type a script, which you will submit to me by presentation day.

· Have a Works Cited page BOTH on the voicethread (at the end) and a hardcopy to give to the teacher.
· Use 10 images in your voicethread related to your topic.  If you find your images from a source such as creativecommons.org, you must cite your selected pictures.  If you are taking your own pictures, you do not need to cite them. You cannot take pictures from Google images or Yahoo and put them in your voicethread.

· Have a presentation of three minutes

· Have a call for action

· Have an original, thoughtful slogan

· Three out of the four persuasive appeals learned in class in your presentation
· Have credible research/information in your presentation

· Use persuasive language that targets an audience and captures the viewer’s attention
Part II: After you have created your voicethread, we will watch the voicethreads of your classmates.  You will make specific and thoughtful comments on these voicethreads based on:

· How persuasive the voicethread is overall
· How persuasive the images are

· How persuasive the language is

Reminder--When you are recording your voicethread make sure to carry yourself in an academic light.  You want to be viewed as intelligent and knowledgeable.  This not only goes for your voicethread, but also for your comments on the voicethreads of others.  Think before you speak.
