Changing  Audio Settings to Record
Click “Start” -> “Control Panel” -> “Sounds, Speech and Audio Devices”-> “Sounds and Audio Devices”.
Click on the audio tab.
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Under Sound Recording Default device pull down the menu and choose HD front mic.

Click “volume” underneath and raise your microphone volume all the way to the top.

Close the volume box using the red X 

Now click on the “voice” tab.
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Under Voice Recording Default Device make sure it is set the HD Audio front mic.

Click “apply” then “OK”
